Mock Search Scenario

Saturday evening:

Event: 

Reporting Party informs team that a hiker has not returned home at the expected time of 5PM. Major event tonight, would not have missed returning home.

Action:
Conduct a hasty search of the area, clearing the trails, searching for sign. Either bivy out, or return to base for evening.

Sunday morning:

0600: Assignments to be given out at 0630. Must be ready to move out immediately after assignment given.

0630: Hand out assignments

0645: Send teams out into field

At some point, a team will discover a disoriented but physically intact hiker off of trail. Clues in area. Subject will carry a card describing physical exam results. Probably slight laceration to side of head, fully clotted. Would expect person to be dehydrated, cold, and hungry. Definitely disoriented but mobile.

At some point, the subject will say “Where is my friend I was hiking with?” This will occur while walking out if there are enough people to send back out to find the second victim. This will occur at base if there are not.

Second subject will be discovered near location of first subject, but out of sight. Fully unconscious throughout event. Card will describe physical status as – laceration to right temple, clotted. Large bump on back of head. Broken right wrist. Lacerated right palm. Irregular, shallow, slow breathing. Very faint, shallow pulse. Eyes unequal, unreactive.
