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I.  Policy:

As a matter of policy and to encourage unit pride the 1SRG unit insignia is affixed on the left shoulder of all 1SRG uniforms with the exception of T-shirts, where it is imprinted on the left front breast area. To further encourage pride in SAR, and public service in general,  the wearing of insignia belonging to the members home team, employing agency, former military unit, or other SAR affiliation is authorized by 1SRG, subject to authorization by the organization whose insignia is to be worn. Such supplementary insignia may be affixed to the right shoulder area of any 1SRG uniform other than T-shirts.
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
